The Nueces County Historical Commission continues to partner with a variety of entities on preserving our
historic cemeteries as public parks, and strives to bring awareness to the vandalism of historic grave stones in
these cemeteries. Part of that preservation effort includes cleaning and repair of headstones and installing
Texas Historic markers at these sites as well. Each year, a new facet of cemetery restoration is completed
through partnerships established with our Voices of South Texas program, and in 2014 we were able to work
with the descendants of John Nix who paid for the restoration of his grave marker prior to the dedication of an
historic marker in Old Bayview Cemetery. Please see image and info at http://www.caller.com/news/local-
news/voices-of-south-texas-dedicates-marker-to-war-of-1812-veteran_01990981 -- Adults as well as youth of
the region are partnering together along with commission members and our commissioners' court and City
Parks Department. Meetings have been held, and letters to the editor of the local paper have been written,
but, unfortunately, vandalism still continues. We meet regularly with the City Parks Department to address
grounds maintenance, lighting, and security of Old Bayview Cemetery to prevent further abuse of these
headstones. We have been participating in ongoing meetings to work with community representatives to take
measures to solve the vandalism problem.

We hope that this next year the National exposure obtained when one of our members was filmed in the
cemetery last fall about the book he wrote on one of the Maltby Brothers buried there, might assist to bring
more people from out of the region to visit the site.

Nueces County Historical
Commission members have diligently worked with the Harbor Bridge Project to provide input at public
meetings so that historic structures will not be demolished in the process. Many of our members have been a
vital resource at meetings so that the community and TXDOT is aware of structures that should be preserved.
The highway path was rerouted in order to save a significant historic structure resulting in the recent THC
nomination of the Galvan Ballroom for the National Register of Historic Places.

Our annual Texas Independence Day Toast of Texas involves many of our members who provide tours of the
Centennial House and historic markers within walking distance on the bluff in Corpus Christi on March 2nd of
each year as well as several organizations who partner with us to put on this event.

The Nueces County Historical Commission also maintains history exhibit cases within the Nueces County
Courthouse so that the public can become better informed about a variety of facets of our county history.

This past year has seen the reorganization of the Archives Room at the Nueces County Courthouse where
some of the early Nueces County Records and Ledgers are preserved within a climate controlled environment.
Other county record storage facilities have a far greater temperature and humidity fluctuation and we strive to
preserve these early records for future generations as they have not been digitized yet. Researchers can
make appointments to view these document as well.

Our members publish numerous history articles and books on a regular basis each year on history that relates

to Nueces County. We are extremely proud of getting the word out about our history in newspapers,
magazines, and books.
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
