Texas Local Government Code (Chapter 318) enables the county commissioners court to appoint a County Historical Commission (CHC). Officers within the CHC are not covered in statute, so the county determines how to install/elect officers and which offices to provide. The Texas Historical Commission (THC) does not oversee CHC office selection.
The THC uses the CHC chair as the primary point of contact between our agency and the CHC. THC directs inquiries from federal and state agencies, as well as the public, to CHC chairs. For these reasons, maintaining accurate contact information for CHC chairs is critical to maintaining relationships between the THC, CHCs, and the public.
